                Snake, Elephant & Bird

                              A story from the beginning of time- to the time of humans

If we look back to the roots of all things humans have created, we can see they have a beginning and an end; by re-forming the raw materials from the Earth, great machines, buildings and compounds have been produced. However, if we step back further into history, we can see the route of how life came into being, and how other things might be created in the future. The drawing board normally leads to a more precise and dynamic invention; of course preceded by the mind seeing its potential, but things can be easily created from careful planning. Artists have a freer flowing way for their perceptions to take route, and they have many ways of expressing this, but all inventions have come via the human mind and its influences. Thinking, imagination and comparisons come first; then we use our manipulative skills and begin to create the things we want to from whatever materials and tools we have at hand. The planet of course does not have a drawing board with limiting edges, nature works outwards in a more expressive and multi-directional way.
Taking that humans have some kind of traceable route back through the evolution of the planet, we can see the process of development right back to sluggish and less manipulative creatures that came before us. Human creativity comes from need being identified in the minds (Neutral) thought process and furthering that thought into physical action, by taking something (Negative) and doing something with it in the (Positive).

With this being so, we have something coming from the opposite or negative seeds of creation, passing the neutrality point (The human mind) and then progressing into the positive. So by taking things from around us, and changing them into what we have thought of via the inspiration from our minds state of (Neutrality), we act in the same way as the life force called “Nature” does so well. However, nature’s mind is split up into billions of interconnected life cycles the world over and we are just one part of this overall planetary cycle.
This then is the clue to all life and creation, all that we understand is now in the positive, but for something to have produced this, a point has been broken through from the negative and through ultimate neutrality. The same will apply for our thought processes, communication, sensing, inner feelings, emotions etc, all have an opposite force from which they have originated; overseen by our minds need and then the wider planetary needs.

After this day, the cooperation and trust between the three great animals began to grow and change the evolution of the planet in a most constructive, beautiful and loving way.
